Students are required to attend the annual Misstamgerence (Fall) and
Bible Conference (Spring).

Class cuts do not apply to these conferences.e8tsianay nosit in or under
the balcony during any services.

Students already living in the Greenville area meayain members in their
local church. Those students must faithfully adtand support their local
church. However, should they change church dffilig they must join
Tabernacle Baptist Church.

The president of Tabernacle Baptist College mantgaa exception to a
student of another ethnic background who prefejsitoa church of his own
ethnic background. That church must be a Baptigtah that is fundamental
and independent.

1821, was incorporated in 1907.

Population. Official U.S. Census figures show the City at ab&6000, the
County at about 400,000, and the Metro Area (Grilen$partanburg, and
Pickens Counties) at about 800,000.

Area of City. The city consists of about 28 square miles (17#82@s). The
area of Greenville County is about 789 square miles

Geography. Greenville County, located in northwestern Southo@aa, is

the center of the largest three-county area irCdmlinas. Greenville County
is composed of rugged mountains as well as thmgotllains. The northern
part of the county is crossed by the Blue Ridgerchthe Appalachian
Mountains reaching an altitude of 3,548 feet as&fas Mountain. Greenville
County altitude ranges from 800 to 1100 feet.

Local Government. Thecity of Greenville is governed by a mayor, council,
and city manager; the county by a 12-member couaed other municipalities
by a mayor and council.

For decades, Greenville was known as the “Textdatér of the
World,” with numerous textile-manufacturing plathsoughout the county.
However, the area now boasts of a more diversdmahomy with metal
fabricators, chemical and electronic plants, ptastiperations, computer
manufacturing, and pharmaceutical manufacturingrayits top industries.
Several divisional and corporate headquarters haee located in greater
Greenville, another factor contributing to increhseonomic diversification,
with BMW being a most recent example.

Spiritual Life. Many have called Greenville the “Belt Buckle oétBible
Belt.” Greenville is the home to The Gospel Hounigtry founded by Dr.
Oliver B. Greene and Tabernacle Baptist Churchyelsas some fifty other
Fundamental Independent Baptist Churches. Duhagear, some of God’s
choicest men preach in revival meetings throughtlweicounty. Greenville is
also home to the Greer Baptist Camp Meeting, fodrmeDr. Sightler and
other preachers in 1947.

Schools. The Greenville County School District has about $66ools and
centers, an enrollment of over 60,000, and sedaglcare centers. Tabernacle
Christian School, the oldest Christian school m ¢bunty, provides quality
educational training in a Christ-honoring envirominitom day care through
12th grade. We would strongly encourage you tolegour child in a school
where the Word of God and prayer are considereaitapt elements of your
child’s education.

We are to walk
in the Spirit, obey the Spirit, be led of the Spiaind be filled with the Spirit.
We are granted access unto the Father by the Hutit; Sve are given our
strength by the Holy Spirit. We are not to griédien, nor to quench Him. We
are to be led, as Christ was led, by the blessdy Slairit.
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We believe that, for the salvation of lost and sihfnen, regeneration by the
Holy Ghost is absolutely essential

We deny the idea of double inspinaitioreference to
preservation. We believe the King James Versidretthe perfect, preserved
Word of God for English speaking people today. réfae, it is our authority
for both faith and conduct.

The Blood of Christ. We believe that redemption is dependent upon the
person and work of Christ. To deny His persomideény His work, and vice-
versa. Therefore, to deny any aspect of His wetk ideny the integrity of His
person.

Repentance.We believe in Biblical repentance. We do not ba&ithat
repentance is a work that man does, but a worth®sinner (the divine side).
The human side involves the intellect, the emotiansl the will. When the
emotions and the intellect are exercised by the ISpirrit, conviction is the
result. When the will is exercised, the sinnensuio God from idols: a
biblical definition of repentance (I Thess. 1:Basically, repentance is a
change of mind. Itis a change of heart that tesala change of mind that
results in a change of action (“fruits meet foraefance”). Itis a change of
mind about sin, about God, and about the sinnernglition. Repentance and

Armenianism, that puts little emphasis upon the sovereignty o Gin

relation to God’s sovereignty, it gives us two dfid: (1) God is not the
author of sin; and (2) God’s sovereignty does moaday with human
freedom. However, the main point of error assediatith Armenianism is
that it ultimately teaches the possibility of aalaind final fall of believers

from grace. It denies, along with Roman Cathaficithat anybody can have a
certainty of salvation except by special revelation
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Easy-Believism. This system deletes the necessity of repentancenakds
salvation superficial in that it denies in practibe work of the Holy Spirit.
There is a divine side and a human side of salvatieasy-believism puts very
little emphasis on the divine and overemphasize$ittman element. It makes
the process of evangelism a humanistic effort.

Hyper-dispensationalism. We are dispensationalists, believing that the Bible
teaches that God has dealt with man in differentsved different times with
respect to sin and responsibility. However, wendbsubscribe to the false
premises of hyper-dispensationalism, and we réj#lgtthe following tenets
of their dogma: (1) the gospels are entirely Jewisth have no real message
for the church, the Body of Christ; (2) the bookAats offers a transition
period and does not contain the church, the Bodytufst as to its teaching;
(3) only the prison epistles of Paul reveal théhtironcerning the church and
his other epistles have no lasting value for usth{@ entire book of Revelation
has no reference to the church today, but has solidy with the coming age;
(5) the Body of Christ is altogether a differentrgmany from the Bride of the
Lamb, the latter supposedly being Jewish; (6) tidénances of the Lord’s
supper and baptism are not for this age, but degated for the great
tribulation period and are thus Jewish in character

Lordship Salvation. We believe that when a sinner accepts Christ, bepds
Him as the Son of God and God the Son; thus, hepgeddim for all that He
is. This includes Lord, Savior, Redeemer, King, €efhe saved sinner spends
all his life and eternity discovering the truthaibthat Jesus is. We believe,
however, that the Christian life is a continuingwth process of progressive
sanctification in the degree of spiritual blessamgl usefulness. We reject
Lordship salvation (because it does not allow lafioalgrowth in the Christian
life), Antinomianism (that grace gives a licensssin), and legalism (that
progressive sanctification is produced by a sysiédo’s and don'ts).
Contrary to this, we believe that progressive sécation occurs as a result of
the believer yielding himself to the control of tHely Spirit. Thus, true
sanctification is a work of God.

Required Attendance A student will be given 25 demerits for failitam
attend a required event.

College ChapelStudents who take a class immediately before er afiapel
must go to chapel that night. Failure to attendin&sult in demerits being
issued. However, if a student takes only a firdast hour class, he/she may
miss chapel without penalty. All students who @mecampus during chapel
are encouraged to attend the chapel services, wnicintended to be
spiritually uplifting and encouraging to everyonbkonattends.

Church AttendanceAll students are required to faithfully attend sdirvices of
the church they have joined.
